Did You Know? In 1868, Fr. Kilian Flasch was appointed the first pastor of Sacred Heart parish. Masses were originally held at St. Francis Seminary. In 1866, school was held in a small building on the grounds of Pio Nono College (current grounds of St. Thomas More HS). The first church was completed in 1872, a new school in 1874 and the first burial in the cemetery occurred in 1876.  A second church was built in 1885 and a school with space for a convent in 1888.  Longest serving pastor, Fr. Philip Klein started his career in 1904 and ended it in 1956. Plans for a third church/school/rectory were begun in 1958 and completed in early 1960s. It was this third building that was remodeled in 2010 to become the church and apartments which stand today.
