Did you know? Nativity of the Lord parish came into existence on July 1, 2000 with the merging of 3 Cudahy parishes.       

       St. Frederick, a German language parish incorporated on Mar 25, 1896. Church on the corner of Swift and Cudahy Ave held first Mass on Oct. 26 of that year.  After one renovation, the congregation moved to seven lots on Kirkwood and Plankinton. That building was rebuilt twice until the current building with the church in the basement was constructed in 1953 with the upper church fully completed in 1959.

     Holy Family originally served Polish speaking parishioners when established in 1900 and the first church built in 1901 on Underwood Ave. This church was enlarged in 1931and totally renovated in the 1970s. A new school building built in 1958 housed 500 students.
     St. Joseph served Slovak language parishioners, beginning in 1908, by sharing space at Holy Family until their church on Swift Ave. was completed in July, 1910. The church was remodeled in the 1930s and on June 14, 1964 a new colonial style church and convent were built. The building is now the home of Changing Lives Assembly of God church.
